I just wanted to update you on the transition of the land we 

use from the County to the University.  It still hasn’t 
happened yet, but it should very soon.  Last month I 

mentioned that we have a couple of members that have 
connections within the University and I was told that Dr. 
Rush has contacted one of them and let him know that the 
University has every intention of continuing the agreement 

we currently have with the County.  And Dr. Rush also 
stated that the University plans to keep it basically as is with 

the long range goal of it being a buffer between the 
University and potential development outside the area.

runway DON’T fly as it is not safe.

Channel Islands Condors Meeting Minutes 
Meeting Date: 4 March 2009

Bill Schatz called the meeting to order at 7:05PM at 
the Camarillo Freedom Park Meeting Center.  20 

members and guests signed in. 
 

NEW MEMBERS AND GUESTS: 
Mike Stark was introduced as a new member for 2009. 

 
STAFF REPORTS: 

President Bill Schatz – Opened meeting at with the 
pledge of allegiance. 

 
The county plan to transfer the park to the CSUCI is 

under way.  As of today the University has established 
a plan of use that calls for relocation of the Condors 
within a 5 year time frame per documents obtained 
from Supervisor Kathy Long and the University.  

Efforts are on-going to contact the University 
administration directly and thru club member contacts.  
Bill has spoken to the University contact referenced in 
the recent newspaper article regarding the park but was 

referred to special projects office for further 
information. 

 
Some of our options appear to be opposing the transfer 

( a 4/5 majority vote of the board of supervisors is 
needed to complete the transfer), pursue a long term 
lease with the University or wait and see.  Currently 
the field is caught between the county and university.  
County doesn’t want to commit further to us because 
of the pending transfer and the University says they 

don’t have control yet so can’t commit anything either.  
More up to date info at the meeting. 

 
Vice President Jeff Maxwell –  The Dawn of Flight 
event went well and inspired the development of a 

more portable  ‘chuck wagon’ arrangement to replace 
the existing grill setup for future fun-fly type events.  

Members are reminded that the Gathering of the Giants 
event is being moved to the 16th of May this year.  See 

Ron Scott’s event schedule for further information.  
The raffle has been declining in interest and 

suggestions are welcome for prizes and/or format 
changes. 

 
Secretary Don Barrett – Situation normal. 

 
Treasurer John O’Brien – Dues are due by the end of 
March to avoid a late fee.  There are some 30 to 40 

outstanding renewals pending so check your calendar. 
On safety notes regarding the West end grass area:  

This area is a shared use area for helicopter and electric 
flying.  Sharing of the air-space is essential for the 
safety of all.  Do NOT launch or fly your aircraft 

behind another flyer in this area.  If the heli-pad is busy 
wait for the pilot to land and the airspace to be 

available.  Club rules call for 15 minute maximum 
flight times so you should not have too wait long to get 
a clear use that does not involve flying behind another 

pilot.  Courtesy is a cornerstone of safety. 
 

Safety Tony Brown - Reviewed the rules regarding low 
passes over the runway.  These are prohibited and all 

low passes should be made over the grass area north of 
the runway or beyond.  ( The north side is in the 

direction where the water tower is located.) 
 

Field Maintenance – Position remains OPEN 
 

OLD BUSINESS: 
 

The security  system for the field was discussed 
further.  Bill Schatz will contact Dial Security to get an 
estimate and recommendations for field security.  This 
item carried over from the previous month as Bill has 

been occupied with other matters.  The pending 
transfer of the park to the university may effect the 

security situation as the access control may be changed 
by the university. 

 
The gopher guy will be retained to control the gopher 
population.  This action will be taken while the owl 
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boxes are in construction.   This item is continued from 
last month with estimates pending.  The goal is to get 
the gopher population under control in time for the 

Gathering of the Giants event. 
 

Weed control efforts are showing signs of results.  The 
tarmac will be resurfaced (probably slurried) but we 

need to kill the weeds first. 
 

NEW BUSINESS: 
Jack Lapraick volunteered to assist the field 

maintenance efforts provided assistance in getting 
about the field area.  The BOD will discuss the 

potential acquisition further at this months meeting. 
 

A damaged sprinkler was reported near the runway 
west of the taxiway on the west end of the field.  Water  
puddles on the runway and can be a hazard to planes in 

landing and taking off.  Repairs are needed. 
 

The mowing is partially complete and Big John will 
complete it this month. 

 
Field security may be affected by the University 

acquisition.   The available documentation suggests 
plans to change park access control but it is not clear 

how that will affect our field security. 
 

Rich Cox pointed out a good article in the FINAL 
edition of RC reports comparing the DSS and FHSS 
radios on the market.  The 2.4GHz arena has many 

players now and the article is a good source. 
 

SPEAKER: Jim Luken gave an extensive talk on the 
current state of the art in F1B rubber powered 

competition models also known as Wakefield models. 
 

Historically the class began in the 1920’s with a world 
championship held every two years.  The class has 
seen many evolutions in rules governing fuselage 

cross-sectional area, wing area and launch 
configuration.  Motors of 100 grams in the early days 

have been reduced to 30 grams over time. 
 

The modern class rules call for a minimum weight of 
205 grams for the airframe and a maximum motor 

weight of 30 grams with a total area (wing plus stab) of 
245 square inches.  Motors are single use and there is 

much ‘voodoo’ about selection and use of the best 
batches of rubber.  Only one manufacturer supplies all 

of the rubber used in this sport! 

 
Typical contests involve multiple rounds requiring a 

minimum flight time of 3 minutes to make the ‘max’ to 
pass the first round.  Each subsequent round increases 
the ‘max’ by two minutes until the contest is reduced 

to a single winner or necessitates a final fly-off to 
determine the winner. 

 
Airframes are typically of sophisticated construction 
using composite technology and are equipped with 

electronic or mechanical timers to control flight.  The 
timers allow multi-stage flight control and can effect 
surface incidence at various stages of a flight from 

launch to power off and glide.  The ultimate task of the 
timer is to cause descent of the model by elevator 
control forcing a high alpha stall condition.  The 

models even have variable pitch propeller hubs and 
locator beacons to insure a high likelihood of recovery. 
The typical cost for one of these models ranges from 
$1500~2000 for a competition machine.  The usual 

competition kit includes up to three models. 
 

Flying venues are fewer each year as with the rest of 
the hobby but the free-flight venues are especially rare 

due to the large areas needed for recovery of the 
models.  Events are held in Lost Hills California and El 

Dorado Dry Lake in Nevada.  Practice sessions are 
frequently held near Perris California as well. 

 
Overall an informative talk and an interesting DVD of 
a typical contest scenario to wrap up the presentation.

Oakins presented a unique and handy clip system that 

RC types will find useful.  The Clip Systems, Inc. 
“Quick Draw” belt clip allows for securing your cell 

phone, camera or transmitter to a belt without the 
worry of it coming loose accidentally.  In addition the 
systems easy press to release feature makes for quick 
access for your camera or phone.  Tim presented the 
club with a very generous selection of samples to try.
