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Good Experience at the CIC Field

We really have some great people as members of the 
CIC, I am aware of the many who give up their time 
to make things happen and keep the facility in good 
shape, and the newsletters coming. 
I encountered another good type of member last 
Friday. I took off and was proud of the straight climb-
out and pattern turn. Then my YAK –54 (on its 5th 
flight) started to rapidly roll with no input from me. I 
couldn’t stop it and all I did was reduce throttle. I had 
a “Model Down” transmitter installed on the aircraft 
and thus did not worry about finding the pieces. "John 
Duque" insisted on going out to help me. We followed 
the signal until we were standing on the river bank. I 
gave up at that point , but John would not let me quit. 
He went down the 15 ft bank and searched around, 
concluding that it must be on the other side.
