I was at the Warbirds event, and what a great day that was.  The weather cooperated to allow a full day of flying and 
we had a great range of warbirds on show.  The November Warbirds day is our Toys for Tots collection event, and we 
had 40 donors contributing toys or money to the cause; John’s car was packed full of toys for delivery to the fire 
station.

  Jim Johnson passed away from cancer on November 17, 2010.  He was born on Sept. 28, 1920, and was our oldest surviving 
founding member  ( # 3 ).  He was very instrumental in gaining approval from the County for the use of our site.  He was also our 
club president and signator on our original License Agreement on June 27, 1987. 
  
  Our club was founded as a giant scale organization, and Jim was our leader in that respect.  Some of the aircraft that he flew at 
the Q.S.A.A. event in Las Vegas and other local events included a Waco YNF biplane, Bud Nosen P-51,a giant ugly stick, a 10 
ft.span Stinson, and his crowing achievement, a 46% scale Ultimate Biplane. 
  
  Most of Jim's airplanes were scratch built.  He even made his own control horns, fuel tanks from coffee cans, and carved his 
own props.  Using a band saw and coarse sanding disk, he could finish a prop in about 2 hours, which most of us would take at 
least 8 hours to complete. 
  
Jim loved to fly off the water, and was a regular at our pond, and also attended most of the float flies in our area in the past. 
  
  Jack Lapraik has Jim's surviving 10 ft. span Stinson, and is getting it ready to fly in Jim's memory soon.  Jim was still coming 
out to the field and flying his old trainers up until about 5 months ago.  
  
  There will be no local service for Jim, his ashed will be scattered at sea.
