The recent report of a car fire started by an errart
charger is a reminder to be diligent when
recharging LiPo batteries. See the AMA magazine
for more details and be extra careful about
charging those LiPo packs. A shovel will be added
to the fire cabinet equipment to aid in suppressing
fires that might occur due to crashes and the like.

NEW BUSINESS:
The regular meetings will be held at Freedom Park
until April.

Rich Tejada made note of the clubs 2%
anniversary this year. He also brought an extenses



list of items for sale by club member John Strobel
who could not attend.

November is election time and the floor is open for
nominations. As there is no nominating committee
the floor is open and you are invited to put your
name in for the office of your choice.

The issue of the takeoff rule returns this month
with suggestions to consolidate the stations to a
smaller area to facilitate communication among the
pilots. Stations 1 and 2 could be used when the
normal flight direction is east to West while stil
allowing a maximum of 5 pilots at a time. When the
wind reverses the pattern to West to East takeoffs
the pilots would use stations 4 and 5. Other
suggestions include relaying calls down the flight
line, requiring spotters when multiple stations are
in use or just following the golden rule and practte
courteous use of the airspace and flight line. No
new rule has been adopted as of this writing.

Funds were approved by the membership to
upgrade/repair the sprinkler system. Jack

Lapraick and John Gonzales have been
investigating the needed equipment and a budget of
$500 was approved by the membership for the
effort.

The fall War bird event will be held as usual and
Jeff Maxwell will be burning the meat for this
event. John O'Brien and Bill Schatz will co-CD the
event.

Ken Osborne requests that photo CD’s submitted
for the web page be clearly labeled with basic
information as to what event, when and who done
it.

The wind tattle tail at station #1 is gone and it \as
requested that a new one be put in place. The mini
wind indicator is an aid to flyers on landing.

Recent search and rescue efforts to recover lost
models based on aerial photography suggest the
addition of some more reference PVC pipes to help
grid the ‘jungle’ area. Having a reference positio
to go by when searching can increase the odds of
recovering a lost model.

The University situation was reviewed again. The
CSUCI officially owns the park land. Our situation
is status quo. The lease issue will be an item to
revisit.

The weather station is still in process. The estiate
for all new equipment runs $400~500. The low
budget approach takes longer.

SPEAKER: Daryl Bergstrom was our speaker this
month. He presented a trip report to several
airplane museums on the west coast and a visit to a
model field in central Washington State. The trip
lasted from September 8~13. First visited was the
Evergreen Museum in McMinnville Oregon. This
museum is noted as the home of the Spruce Goose.
Numerous photos were presented showing the scale
of the massive airplane. Its 8 engines are still
maintained functional with rotation on a 30 day
cycle. Also on site is a model of the Hughes XP-11
Other aircraft include a Corsair, Curtiss Raven,
Curtiss Robin, P-38, P-40, P-51, B-26, B-17 and a
Spitfire.

From this venue the trip proceeded to Tillamook
known mainly for its cheese factory but also the
home of a fine air museum. The museum is housed
in a converted blimp hanger some 300 by 1000 feet
in area and having a peak height of 215 feet. Buil
to house barrage balloons the hanger was
assembled in 30 days — an impressive feat. The
aircraft represented in the museum include many
war birds from the WWII era. Noted aircraft on
display included a Bellanca, an Oscar, a Wildcat, a
P-38, a Corsair and a P-51. While there the chees
factory tour was a must and all had a great time.

From Tillamook the trip headed north to the

Boeing Museum of Flight in Olympia Washington.
The museum includes both WWI and WWII
displays with a B-47 on the outside as a welcome.
The displays are in diorama style with aircraft
posed in flight attitudes as well as floor displays
Noted were the SR-71, the Curtiss Robin and a GB
racer.

A three hour drive east to central Washington
brought to trip to its final point of interest at the
Wenatchee. The club there has built an impressive
RC model site with a fully appointed club house,



parking areas for 100 cars and 28 RV hookups.
The facility sports two runways - one 600°’x50’
paved and one manicured grass runway. The club
has ~80 members. Thanks for an interesting
presentation Daryl!

A second presentation was made by John O’Brien
on his adventure in locating a downed Fun Jet. The
model had been lost in the ‘jungle’ east of the fld
and was not recovered by ground searches. An
aerial survey was made using a digital camera with
a 4 second per frame automatic rate. The photos
were taken from a model as it was navigated on a
search pattern. Once downloaded the photos were
examined for signs of the model and it was located
via visual landmarks. Once found on the photos the
landmarks were used to navigate to the site and the
model was recovered. Thanks for that report John!

SHOW AND TELL:

John Gonzales presented a Hanger 9 P-47 with
modifications to the markings and configuration of
the planes flown by the Aguilas Aztecos ( Aztec
Eagles ) Squadron in WWII. The 20% squadron
was made up of Mexican nationals and flew in the
Pacific theater. The squadron flew some 90 combat
missions including ground support, dive bombing
and fighter sweeps over the Philippines and Manila.
The model has been flown and will be at the War
bird event.
