Meeting Date: 2 December 2009

Bill Schatz called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM at the Community Center Park meeting hall.   55 members 
signed in. 
 
NEW MEMBERS AND GUESTS: 
No new members or guests this month. 
 
STAFF REPORTS: 
President Bill Schatz – Opened the meeting with the pledge of allegiance and announced the annual election 
and Christmas raffle night.  Recently handicap signs were purchased and will be laminated to make them more 
robust for hanging at the field.  The weather station is progressing and should be in hand soon.
