*** Classic Pattern Get-Together Report ***

The Classic Pattern Get-Together was held on Saturday, May 21st. We had 25 airplanes of various types show up, 
ranging from Bonafide (and original) classic pattern birds, to Mike Osborne’s Attack trainer. We had about 16 
pilots, 6 being locals. Skill levels ranged from sport fliers to past and current Master’s Champions and World 
Championship competitors. All had a great time. I was hoping for a couple of guys to show up. The actual 
attendance was overwhelming! 
 
This never before held event was conducted as a casual fly-in type of event, with pattern traffic mixi ng in with the 
normal Saturday flow of events. What resulted was nothing short of fantastic! The place was ALIVE. I can’t 
remember a day when there was so much activity at the field. There was normal traffic, with the usual 3-D pilots 
doing their hovering thing, and then a 100 MPH pattern bird would cut by, gear up and on the pipe. We even had 
a professional video dude come out (for free) and document the event. (link will be posted when the video is 
available). 
 
The level of enthusiasm was incredible. There was much bonafide pattern practice happening, mixed in with some 
high speed hot-dogging (which has nothing to do with pattern flying by the way). It showed what I had long 
suspected- that there exists a population of classic pattern enthusiasts kind of hidden out there just waiting for a 
venue in which to participate. There was the release of a lot of pent-up desire to get-r-done the way it was in the 
day. 
 
I want to thank the BOD and the active members for your welcome support. I have never run an event like this 
before, and everyone was very accommodating. We have an AWESOME club, with a wide variety of diverse 
interests, where everyone tolerates each other and “gets along” very well. This is a blessing that we must not take 
for granted. I can give testimony to belonging to clubs where that was not the case, and lets just say that those 
organizations eventually imploded under the weight of their internal bigotry. I learned a lot, and future events 
(more like actual contests) will be better run and more organized. (And more sedate). I think that as this discipline 
is re-established that the potential for a lucrative contest on the level of say our IMAC could come to fruition, with 
benefits to the club. “Regular pattern is fading. Classic pattern is slated to be added to some “regular” pattern 
events in the near future. It may be just the thing to revive an important, but often overlooked segment of our 
hobby.
