At Rio Mesa High School Woodwork Workshop

This was our first meeting back indoors after our smmer series of field meetings.

With the increased fees and restrictions at the Fedlom Center building, we were in need of another pte to
meet and Jeff Maxwell arranged for use of his ownftice, the woodwork shop at Rio Mesa High School in
Oxnard.

Bill Schatz opened the meeting with the Pledge ofllégiance.
Scott Chapman was welcomed as a guest.

Safety: We have had problems with flights strayingnto the primary runway pattern. Particularly wit h
heli flights from the East end of the pits, it is aelatively narrow flight area to the left before running into the
runway final approach zone.

Incidents of aerobatics directly over the runway wee also noted. Maneuvers should only be performeoeyond
the far edge of the runway, over the open grass ae

Presentation: Darryl Bergstrom was our presenter fo the evening, and had his very complete Nieuport®on
show, having teased us with parts in progress nobd long before.

Darryl gave us a presentation on how to use (styrdpam for building.
Darryl, Rich Cox, Dennis O’Connor and Chris Spangeberg had all previously built Nieuports which were
featured in a “Dawn Patrol” special in High Flight. Darryl wants to build a new one at about 35%, butlecided

on 25% for his “practice run” with foam.

Darryl said that Jack Devine’s website provides lat of good information - www.jackdevinemodels.com

Darryl had his presentation nicely done, so you mig want to talk to him to get to see that if you nssed the
event. Here are bullets extracted from the how-ts:

Darryl gets his foam from Foam Sales in Burbank — ww.foamsalesandmarketing.com
A 4inch x 8 foot x 1 inch thick slab costs $11.

With foam it is not easy to change or correct a dégn issue, so Darryl advised careful planning — sicitems as
defining all hard points from the outset and definng covers and hatches that will be necessary. Aftthat you
can begin laying out templates.

Darryl is a master at jigs and tools, adding autom&on and repeatability to what could otherwise be It and
miss tasks. He showed us the jigs he has for cuali wing cores and the “foam lathe” for cutting cylndrical or
conical sections, which had clearly done a greatlpoon the sections that make up the fuselage.

When selecting the foam cutting bow, it is importahto have a length which is only just manageably lmer
than the desired cut, otherwise the wire will dragnto an arc and the cut will not be a straight lineof points
being cut at the same time.



| didn’t get the exact name / brand of Darryl’s foan cutting power system, but | think it was the Feater Cut
system from Tekoa — www.tekoa.comGetting a good unit is a key factor in having youcutting system not add
more challenges !

Glues: Aliphatic resin — basic wood glue — works @il and is light but is slow curing
Gorilla / urethane glue which activates with water
3M formula 77 dissolves foam — watch for acetone @ ingredient, but works well on balsa in conjundbn
with 3M formula 78 on the foam.

Part of planning ahead is that you need to remembehat the hot wire will not cut through glue !

For the wing profile templates, Darryl used Formicabecause of the ability to obtain a very smooth fish on the
edge for smooth passage of the wire as it tracesetibutline. The cutting rate is about 1-2 inches peninute.
Darryl’s wing is a symmetrical profile adopted from a Pitts, and his intent is to overpower this moddbeyond a
traditional Nieuport to get a fully aerobatic version. Darryl also changed the ailerons from a relatiely small
area to full width to help with the roll rate. The wings are balsa sheeted, bonded with urethane gluend are
very strong despite having no spar.

Darryl finished his wings with Polyester dress linng fabric and Stix-it covering adhesive from Sig —
www.sigmfg.com He added wing rib detail by a process involving@hesive tape, fine cord for a raised profile,
and hairstyling tape to provide the pinked finish -looked great, you need to see it and have Darrykdcribe the

how-to’s on that piece!

Darryl’s Nieuport has a fiberglass cowl for which ke made a foam mold:
Stack / glue the foam
Bandsaw to approximate shape
Hot wire cuts to round off the front corners
Sand to shape
Finish with Patch and Paint — one of Darryl’s favortes, a lightweight spackle
Paint with aquaprimer to protect the foam against he polyester resin
Apply PVA water based mold release
Apply carnauba wax (Mothers) and allow to dry to ahaze, then
Add more mold release
Then use laminating resin for the layers, followedby a finishing resin for the top coat
Whew !

The cowl looked great, and Darryl added many detaiitems by using other pieces of hardware outside of
their normal scope ! (To understand this, you neetb see Darryl's work and ask him about how some
of the detail pieces were made).

Lots of ideas from somebody who has made it all why and the finished model clearly demonstrated it kh
Thank you Darryl for a great presentation and a lok at a great looking plane !
Show and Tell:

Rich Tejeda showed a Horizon Funtana 125. At 69 ¥#ches the manual said 8 2 pounds, but it took 29
lead to bring it to balance for an all-up 11lbs 2 . Rich has 10 or 12 flights on it using an AXI 430/16, 6 cell
Lipo at 4000mAHr, and a 16 x 10 prop, running 133@vatts at 6800 rpm. The model will hover but won'’tpull
out very strongly. Rich has a new low Kv KMS motoy the 5331/10, which he got for $50 and plans to muvith
2 x 5 cell packs in series.
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Vince Massa showed his Hobby Lobby Executive Jeflhis is all foam, weighing 3 Ibs with two 66mm duetd
fans running from a 3 cell 4200 mAHr pack at 700 Wds. The model had not flown as of the meeting.

Jeff Maxwell had his Hyperion Stuka hanging overhed to show us the new Bomb Drop that he has on it.
missed the details of the supplier, so check witreff if you're interested; it certainly looked good.

The meeting closed at 9pm after Show and Tell.
