Meeting Date: 7 October 2009

Bill Schatz called the meeting to order at 7:00 &M
the Freedom Park meeting hall. 23 members and
guests signed in.

NEW MEMBERS AND GUESTS:
No new members were presented.

STAFF REPORTS:

President Bill Schatz — Opened the meeting with the
pledge of allegiance. The Helicopter event weell w
and was well attended. Thanks to Chris Brashmars f
stepping up to cook and to Jeff Maxwell for the atu
wagon. Overall it was a very successful and funafa
flying. In other notes an additional handicapped
parking slot will be posted and the no-parking area
along the pit area will be posted.

Vice President Jeff Maxwell — No items to report.

Secretary Don Barrett — The main gate has beén lef
open frequently of late. The issue of leavingdhte

open weekend days from 8:00 until 12:00 is an open
discussion. The gate should be closed and locked a
noon on weekends and at all times during the week.

The board discussions this month:

1) November & will be the fall Warbird Day and
entry is one toy for the Toys for Tots program.

2) Election time is here again — think about
nominations and/or a position you would like to
run for.

3) Rule change suggestion for modifying the
existing takeoff standard. It is suggested the
rule be changed to require takeoff starts at the
center circle of the runway and throttle manage
to insure wheels up at or beyond the taxi-way.
If the pattern is a normal east to west takeoff
then lift-off should be at or beyond the west
taxi-way. This will avoid the over-flight of
station one on the west end which has occurrec
frequently due to early lift-off and hazards
pilots using that station.

4) Weather station still in process — cost is the
issue.

5) Memberships are coming up and a current
AMA card is required.

6) Membership awards were decided for the year
— to be announced.

7) Suggestion to add some additional datum poles
to the jungle east of the runway to aid in
downed aircraft retrieval. These would be PVC
pipes mounted on re-bars driven into the
ground and would provide a visual reference
for locating airplanes downed in the brush area

8) Further discussion of the gate lock policy.



Treasurer — John O’brien reported the treasurypiisgl
fine. Jack Lepraik was authorized to purchase
replacement parts for the sprinklers that have veorn
or been damaged over the years.

Safety Tony Brown — Tony is restocking the first ai
kit. Best not to need the supplies but they wall b
there. There was an incident involving an aircoaift
the runway with another in a dead stick approafe
dead stick aircraft was blocked from the runwayhsy
presence of a plane that had flipped on landing.
Normal procedure gives priority to landing aircraftd
highest priority to dead stick planes. If a plae
disabled on the runway remove it immediately after
notifying and confirming that the flight line is ave of
the blockage. Do not fix your plane on the runway
apron areas. If the aircraft is off the runwaytte far
side do not cross the runway until a dead stickhiaats
the opportunity to land safely and all stationsraezle
aware.

SPEAKER: No scheduled speaker this month.

SHOW AND TELL:

Nate Rambo presented his 1934 Martin B-10 twin
electric bomber project now in progress. Thistetra
build project is based on blue foam over balsa
framework construction method. It will have an 86”
wingspan. Nate plans to have about 1kW of electric
power between the two motors when finished. The
foam wing cores and fuselage were hot wire cut from
foam using templates. The finish will be fiberglas
with West Systems resins. The plane was a firgsin
day having the distinction of being the first bombe
with fully enclosed crew and bomb rack areas.

Steve Probert showed his P-40 Tomahawk ARF. His
configuration uses a Seito 100 four stroke engiite w
a 3 blade prop and Tru-Turn spinner. The exhaust
system uses the wrap around Pitts style mufflehas
retract landing gear and flys good.

Jeff Maxwell showed his micro-P51 RTF as yet
untested. It comes with 150mA-hr lithium battery,
transmitter and the plane ready to go. Also prieska
Hyperion 25 size Spitfire in disrepair. This igth
second of these models Jeff has flown and nowzesli
that the single servo aileron system is incompatibl
with the flap switch on the Spektrum transmitt@his
switch should be disabled to prevent unwantedailer
issues during flight which downed his first model.

Bill Schatz presented his new EDF powered SU-34
ARF from Hobby Lobby. The twin fan model has
vector thrust and uses 12 servos. The model has tw
64mm fans with 45 amp speed controls for the motors
and uses a 4S 3000mA-hr battery. All up it weighs

at 53 ounces.
