Mike Milbrett & Dan Hempy, "NITE FLYERS LIGHTING DE MONSTRATION", how easy it is to get
lights on for nite flying. Nite Flying is scheduledwice a month thru October (some on Fri & some orbat)



as scheduled in newsletter and on the website. Sugs from Hobby King (light strips) and Frys
Electronics (hook-up wire). Light strips are adhesre backed and stick to airplane very well. The stgs
are in groups of three and can be separated as sufihr the amount of light desired. You will use smdl
connecting wire soldered to the strips to activateb7.00 per strip, 5 colors (red, blue, green, whitgellow).
Hobby Partz is also another website that has thedights. Some people have put the lights inside thveing
so they glow thru the covering. Foamies will lookike they are glowing when lights are placed insider
simply flipped over and faced toward the foam. Maxinum use of a 3cell lipo & lights will be dimmer (ot
as bright) with a 2cell lipo. If still too bright with a 3cell lipo you can use a programmable voltage
regulator in line and turn the voltage down to 9vais to lower the amperage draw to 0.6 amps. Use a
transmitter controlled switch ($10) to turn some oflights on & off especially those on the top of the
airplane so not blinded while taxiing the airplaneon the ground. It would be prefered to use a sepata
battery for the lights so if battery fails you dont loose power to the airplane. LED lights are polaty
sensitive so be sure to connect properly by lookingr the + & - marked on the strips. Blue lights ae
hard to look at and appear as multiples of the actal number of lights. So experiment with what looks
good to you and helps make the orientation of youslane clear to you.
