Channel Islands Condors General Meeting Minutes

Once again, I managed to miss the Field Meeting by being out of town, this time in England. 
 

I got chance to visit a couple of air museums, the Yorkshire Air Museum in Elvington near York (about 200 miles 
North of London), and the RAF Museum, Hendon, about 25 miles North of London. 

 
The Yorkshire Air Museum is at the former Elvington WWII airfield, and has the original control tower and buildings 

as they would have appeared in the day. 
 

 
 
 

Elvington was home to 77 Squadron Halifax bombers and they have the only complete restored Halifax, made from 
two planes, and finished off as a former centurion, Friday the 13th.  It’s beautiful ! 
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As I rode to LAX on Roadrunner to start my trip, I met a former Yorkshireman (long since re-located to Bakersfield) 
who had been a tail gunner on the Halifax out of Lissett airbase, near the Yorkshire coastline, and told me with tears 

in his eyes about the memories that came back when he got to visit inside of the Halifax at Elvington.  I also got to go 
inside of a Dakota, only to see a newspaper clipping there that showed RAF aircrew pushing supplies out of the door 

over Chittagong, Burma, exactly the way my father had described doing the same during his time in the RAF. 

 
 
 

I went to the RAF Museum in Hendon specifically to see the Lancaster and Vulcan. 
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My Mum had been drafted to Avro in Yeadon near Leeds and worked on Lancasters for three years.  The Lancaster is 
beautiful, and the Vulcan is awesome, even though it is tucked away in a corner, you walk under its wing and can 

watch video displays sitting under the huge open bomb bay. 
 

 
 

Hendon also has the only other Halifax, in this case an almost whole but broken, unrestored shell.
