Senorita for Sale

Cream and blue with gold striping tape, this planevas custom built for me a few years ago by Wally Bggs at
(as I recall) around $500. While it started out as Senorita, it should rightly be called a SenoritaKII.
While the design of the tail remains essentially whanged, you can see that Wally has artfully modiéid the
shape of the cowl in top and side view for a muchdtter look. He has also modified the airfoil froma flat
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bottom to a semi-symmetrical airfoil with barn door ailerons and flaps. The wing mounts with four ¥x20
nylon bolts and the aluminum landing gear strut haseen buffed to a high gloss. Wheel pants have Inee
added and though they were never installed, Wallylao built a set of his design floats for the plane which
are also included.

In addition to the “just broken-in” OS 52/4 with an aluminum spinner, all seven Futaba servos (2-ailens, 2-
flaps, rudder, elevator, and throttle) and fuselaganounted charge/on/off switch are included. Whilghere is
a battery in the plane, because the plane has noeén flown recently the receiver battery pack shoultbe
replaced and a receiver is obviously required. (Ily Futaba 6 meters and have pulled my receiver) Alsrecall,
the plane has absolutely no more than 5-6 flightsnait since Wally delivered it to me. The plane hasever
been crashed. It does have two instances of hangash on the bottom of the wing (small punctures ithe
MonoKote) which have been sealed with Scotch madiape.

| am planning to take the plane and floats to Martys in a couple of weeks or so and list it for $495lf anyone
is interested in buying it before | hang it there Iwill sell it for $395.
